F O O D  &  W I N E  P A I R I N G

Food and wine pairing is all about finding the right combination 
to enhance the dining experience. However, taste is subjective -
what’s a ‘perfect’ pairing for one person might not work for 
another.

While there are guidelines, the key is balancing the ‘weight’ of 
the food with that of the wine. Heavy wines can overpower 
delicate dishes, like a quiche, while light wines may struggle 
with hearty stews.

Beyond weight, flavours and textures can complement or 
contrast each other. The wine’s sugar, acid, alcohol, and tannins 
also play a role in how the pairing enhances or softens the 
flavours of the food.
